I guess I'm sort of a curious CEO. I was also a curious
economics major as an undergrad.

And I learned that economists measure everything in tangible
units of production and consumption as if each of those
tangible units is exactly the same.

They aren't the same.

In fact, as leaders, what we need to learn is that we can
actually influence the quality of that unit of production by
actually creating the conditions for our employees to live their
calling.

In fact, in Vivian's case, her unit of production isn't the
tangible hours she works.

It's the intangible difference she makes during that one hour
of work.

This is Dave Arringdale who's actually been a longtime guest
at Vivian's motel. He stayed there a hundred times in the last
20 years. And he's loyal to the property because of the
relationship that Vivian and her fellow employees have
created with him.

They've created a habitat of happiness for Dave.

And he tells me that he can always count on Vivian and the
staff there to make him feel at home.

Why is it that business leaders and investors quite often don't
see the connection between creating the intangible of
employee happiness with creating the tangible of financial
profits in their business.

We don't have to choose between inspired employees and
sizable profits.

We can have both. And in fact, inspired employees quite often
help make sizable profits, right?

So what the world needs now, in my opinion, is business
leaders and political leaders who know what to count.

We count numbers. We count on people.

What really counts is when we actually use our numbers to
truly take into account our people.

I learned that from a maid in a motel and a king of a

country.

What can you start counting today?

Eat Better, Look Better.

Would you believe that your diet can make a big difference in
keeping a youthful appearance?

It seems strange to think that the food we take in could result
in fewer wrinkles.

Wouldn't it be better to put things on our skin rather than in
our mouths?

Well, according to one scientific theory, our bodies start aging
because of oxidation.

This is caused by certain oxygen-containing molecules in our
cells called free radicals. Free radicals have the capability to
attach to and damage parts of our cells including our DNA.
Our bodies have the ability to repair this damage.

However, as we get older, these repair mechanisms start to
break down resulting in signs of aging such as wrinkles.

Free radicals are actually produced by our bodies but their
numbers can also increase because of the food we eat.
Besides avoiding foods that could potentially produce more
free radicals eating foods that contain certain vitamins and
micro-nutrients can also keep us looking young.

These vitamins help produce molecules called antioxidants
which actually help reduce the production of free radicals.
Even better, foods containing antioxidants are not rare.
Common antioxidants, like vitamins A and E, can be found in
many dark-colored vegetables.

For example, carrots, seaweed, spinach, and broccoli are all
excellent sources of these helpful vitamins.

Also, you can eat orange-colored fruits like apricots and
peaches.

Vitamins A and E are particularly good for helping your skin
remain young-looking.

These nutrients strengthen your skin and make it soft.
However, if you really want to stock up quickly on nutrients
that benefit your skin, you should eat cow's liver.

One small piece of cooked cow's liver contains twice as much
vitamin A as half a cup of cooked carrots.

More recently, green tea has also been tentatively added to
the list of youth-promoting substances.

Research on green tea's effects on our bodies is still in the
early stages.

Scientists certainly believe that it is good for us, but they are
cautious about predicting its ability to keep us looking
youthful.

However, recent experiments seem to show that green tea's
antioxidant properties can repair cell damage already
sustained as well as prevent damage in the future.

In fact, green tea works even better if you apply it directly to
your skin as an ingredient in facial cream.

"You are what you eat."

The more we find out about how our bodies work, the more
this old proverb seems to be true.

Windows.
When paired with an eye tracking device, it allows you full

computer control and speech generation using only your eyes.

It's designed for people with motor and speech limitations,
specifically people with motor neuron disease or ALS.
OptiKey is free, a hundred percent.

It's fully free, fully open source forever.

I decided very early on that this wasn't gonna be a profit-
making exercise.

I had an aunt who died about four and a bit years ago from
motor neuron disease, and I sort of took two things away
from the whole experience.

When I decided to do this, I first talked to my wife who is
sitting here in the audience.

And she had married a relatively stable, goofy but still
relatively stable person working at a Wall Street firm.

I worked at a quantitative hedge fund and this was a hard
decision.

And I was looking for the right framework in which to make
that kind of important decision.

And the right framework I found is a Regret Minimization
Framework.

And that's just a nerdy way of saying that you wanna project
yourself to age 80, and then think back over your life and if
you're 80, you wanna minimize the number of regrets you
have throughout that period of time.

I think this is something a lot of people do maybe
subconsciously, they probably very few people probably name
it Regret Minimization Framework because most people are
healthier than that.

But it was a very clear way for me to think about making that
kind of life decision.

And the way it helped was I thought, okay, if I go do this
thing and participate in this thing called the Internet that I
genuinely believe is gonna be a big deal.

And if I fail, am I gonna regret having tried and failed?

I knew the answer to that was no.

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Depression Medication isn't the
Only Cure

The researchers looked at data from earlier studies on two
antidepressants.

The studies included patients with severe, moderate, and
mild forms of depression.

Some were given antidepressants.

Others received a placebo.

Jay Fournier is the study's lead author.

What we found is that patients who are on the lower end of
the severity even on the sort of middle range of severity, the
medications weren't doing much more than the placebo was.
For patients at the higher end of the severity,the medications
had a very potent effect.

Doctors have been sharply divided on how to treat patients
with less serious symptoms of depression.

The study does not make treatment recommendations but it
has implications for treatment.

Psychiatrist Stuart Sotsky conducted one of the studies
included in the review.

I hope that what a study like this will do would be to help
alert clinicians and residents in training, and medical students
as well that severity is an important factor to consider in
planning treatment.

Dr. Sotsky says some moderately depressed patients could
still benefit from antidepressants, but his study showed that
many others could do just as well with exercise,talk therapy,
support groups, or self-help.

While they may not respond well to antidepressants,the good
news is that there are other effective treatments that can be
employed to help.

The study was published in the Journal of the American
Medical Association.

A few years ago, I felt like I was stuck in a rut so I decided to
follow in the footsteps of the great American philosopher,
Morgan Spurlock, and try something new for 30 days.

The idea is actually pretty simple.

Think about something you've always wanted to add to your
life and try it for the next 30 days.

There's a few things that I learned while doing these 30 - day
challenges.

This was part of a challenge I did to take a picture every day
for a month.

And I remember exactly where I was and what I was doing
that day.

I also noticed that as I started to do more and harder 30 -
day challenges, my self-confidence grew.

I went from desk - dwelling computer nerd to the kind of guy
who bikes to work for fun.

Have you ever wanted to write a novel?

Every November, tens of thousands of people. try to write
their own 50,000 - word novel from scratch in 30 days.

It turns out, all you have to do is write 1,667 words a day for
a month. So I did.

Now, is my book the next great American novel?

No. I wrote it in a month. It's awful.

But for the rest of my life, if I meet John Hodgman at a TED
party I don't have to say, "I'm a computer scientist."

No, no. If I want to, I can say, "I'm a novelist."

So here's one last thing I'd like to mention.

I learned that when I made small, sustainable changes things
I could keep doing, they were more likely to stick.

When I gave up sugar for 30 days, day 31 looked like this.
So here's my question to you: what are you waiting for?

I guarantee you the next 30 days are going to pass whether
you like it or not.

So why not think about something you have always wanted
to try and give it a shot for the next 30 days.

Steve Jobs was known to push the boundaries of what
gadgets could and in many people's eyes, should do.

A charismatic showman, Jobs seemed to know what
consumers wanted long before they did.

By introducing the first user-friendly personal computer to
the masses,he transformed a geeky hobbyist obsession into a
pillar of modern life.

The Apple II conceived in a garage with Apple co - founder
Steve Wozniak and introduced in 1977 sent IBM and others
scrambling to get their own PCs to market.

By 1985, faltering sales and competition from Windows PCs
forced Jobs from the company he helped found. During his
ten - year hiatus, Jobs led two companies.

NeXT, a computer company that formed the basis for Apple's
current software platform, OS X and Pixar, the computer
animation studio famous for the "Toy Story" movies.

Jobs maintained two roles upon his return to Apple in 1997:
CEO of Pixar and CEO of Apple.

He eventually sold Pixar to Disney for so much stock that he
became Disney's largest individual shareholder.

On stage, in his uniform of jeans and a black turtleneck he'd
entranced audiences with new Macs, iPhones and iPads.

All of these helped make Apple the largest tech company in
the world, surpassing longtime rival Microsoft in May of
2010.

Jobs didn't dream up these inventions.

His genius was in spotting and bringing new technologies to
the masses.

In the 1996 PBS series "Triumph of the Nerds",Jobs said
Apple has always been shameless about stealing great ideas.
Under Jobs's watch, Apple maintained a level of secrecy that
regularly frustrated investors and the media.

But he also led Apple to balloon into the second largest
company of any kind in the United States by market value.
Jobs resigned as CEO in August of 2011 after several health
related leaves of absence including a liver transplant and
treatment for pancreatic cancer.

Steven Paul Jobs is survived by his biological sister Mona
Simpson daughter Lisa Brennan - Jobs, and his wife Laurene
Powell, and their three children.

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Chocolate and Strawberries Help
Blood Pressure

In the days leading up to Valentine's Day, Americans buy
some 700 million dollars worth of chocolate treats.

Luscious, creamy and loaded with fat, but recent study shows
that dark chocolate can also be good for your heart.
Researchers find that dark chocolate and aspirin have similar
effects on the blood, they thin out the blood so it flows more
easily.

Even through partially blocked arteries, and that could reduce
the possibility of a heart attack.

But for chocolate lovers everywhere, the health benefits are
even better than that.

Nutritionist Tammy Roberts explains "Research shows that we
get flavonoids in dark chocolate."

Flavonoids are nutrients found in many different kinds of
plants.

They help protect plants against disease and insects, when
we eat food with high levels of flavonoids these nutrients
trigger our immune systems to produce enzymes proteins
that reduce the risk of some kinds of cancer, heart disease,
and some other diseases that come with age.

In fact, 21 scientific studies involving more than 2600
participants examined the effects of dark chocolate on the
heart.

The study showed that eating dark chocolate lowered blood
pressure and improved the ability of insulin to regulate blood
sugar.

Tammy Roberts says flavonoids are also found in something
that tastes great when covered with dark chocolate,
strawberries.

The health benefits of chocolate-covered strawberries are
that both chocolate and strawberries contain antioxidants and
antioxidants are important for immune function and
preventing infection.

Roberts says the best Valentine's Day gift combines fruit and
chocolate.

When you give your valentine a basket full of fruit that has
just a little bit of chocolate then you're really showing them
the very best kind of love, because you're giving them a lot of
antioxidants and vitamin C, with just enough chocolate to
make it exciting.

Few Women Leaders

So, for any of us in this room today, let's start out by
admitting, "We're lucky".

We don't live in the world our mothers lived in, our
grandmothers lived in where career choices for women were
so limited.

And if you're in this room today most of us grew up in a world
where we had basic civil rights.

And amazingly, we still live in a world where some women
don't have them.

But all that aside, we still have a problem, and it's a real
problem. And the problem is this: Women are not making it
to the top of any profession anywhere in the world.

We also have another problem, which is that women face
harder choices between professional success and personal
fulfillment.

So, the question is, "How are we gonna fix this?"

"How do we change these numbers at the top?" "How do we
make this different?"

I wanna start out by saying, I talk about this, about keeping
women in the workforce because I really think that's the
answer.

In the high-income part of our workforce, in the people who
end up at the top Fortune 500 CEO jobs or the equivalent in
other industries, the problem, I am convinced, is that women
are dropping out.

Everyone who's been through this and I'm here to tell you,
once you have a child at home, your job better be really good
to go back, because it's hard to leave that kid at home, your
job needs to be challenging.

It needs to be rewarding. You need to feel like you're making
a difference.

And if two years ago, you didn't take a promotion and some
guy next to you did if three years ago you stopped looking for
new opportunities, you're gonna be bored because you should
have kept your foot on the gas pedal.

Don't leave before you leave. Stay in. Keep your foot on the
gas pedal until the very day you need to leave to take a
break for a child and then make your decisions.

Don't make decisions too far in advance, particularly ones
you're not even conscious you're making.

My generation really, sadly, is not gonna change the numbers
at the top.

They're just not moving. We are not gonna get to where 50%
of the population.

In my generation, there will not be 50% of people at the top
of any industry but I'm hopeful that future generations can.

I think the world that was run where half of our countries and
half of our companies were run by women, would be a better
world.

And it's not just because people would know where the
women's bathroom are even though that would be very
helpful. I think it would be a better world.

I have two children. I have a five-year-old son and a two-
year-old daughter.

Unlike many proverbs, the one about elephant memory is
scientifically accurate.

Elephants know every member in their herd, able to
recognize as many as 30 companions by sight or smell.
This is a great help when migrating or encountering other
potentially hostile elephants.

They also remember and distinguish particular cues that
signal danger and can recall important locations long after
their last visit.

But it's the memories unrelated to survival that are the most
fascinating.

Elephants remember not only their herd companions but

other creatures who have made a strong impression on them.

In one case, two circus elephants that had briefly performed
together rejoiced when crossing paths 23 years later.

This recognition isn't limited to others of their species.
Elephants have also recognized humans they've bonded with
after decades apart.

All of this shows that elephant memory goes beyond
responses to stimuli.

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Minimizing Jet Lag

Jet lag.

Well, it's time to wake up and learn a little bit about jet lag.
Over 90% of people who travel through three time zones
experience symptoms of jet lag which include insomnia,
fatigue, constipation, poor concentration, irritability and
depression.

There is no treatment and recovery may take up to two
weeks.

But here are some tips for minimizing its effect.

If flying from east to west, exercise in the sunlight in the late
afternoon.

If flying from west to east, exercise in the sun in the mid -
morning.

Talk to a physician about using a mild sleeping aid such as
Ambien or Sonata. if you are taking a red-eye flight from
west to east.

Over-the-counter antihistamines such as Benadryl have also
been used with some success.

My personal favorite is melatonin, which is a naturally
occurring hormone that's been linked to the control of the
human circadian rhythm.

Dosage varies from 2 to 5 milligrams taken about 30 minutes
before normal bedtime on the day of travel;

And then 1/2 a milligram each day for 4 days after arrival at
your destination.

Other recommendations include drinking lots of fluids,
reserving a window seat, watching a boring movie or enjoying
a spa or massage treatment after arrival.

Women at Risk of Heart Disease

When a man has a heart attack, it's often because of a
blocked artery.

An X-ray of blood vessels, an angiogram, can usually spot a
blockage caused by a build-up of plaque.

It involves threading a thin tube into a patient's arteries.
This is what an angiogram looks like.

But angiograms don't always spot problems in women's
arteries.

That puts women at greater risk for a heart attack.

The World Health Organization reports that heart disease
claims the lives of 18 million women a year, and it's a disease
that doesn't just impact older women.

Carrie Vincent had a massive heart attack after giving birth to
her first child.

My God, I was 31 years old 31 year olds don't have heart
attacks.

Vincent is now taking her message to women in their homes.
Irene Pollin went into action when she learned this fact.
Heart disease was the number one killer of women.

Pollin founded an organization called "Sister to Sister" that
educates women about heart disease.

She encourages women to learn about their blood pressure,
cholesterol levels and other risk factors.

The goal is really prevention, having people understand the
risk that they should really try to get screened, know their
numbers, and then do something about it.

Pollin teamed up with cardiologists at Brigham and Women's
Hospital in Boston, with Dr. Joanne Foody focuses on
prevention.

The good news is we know that 90 percent of heart disease is
preventable by reducing risk.

That means becoming or remaining a non-smoker, controlling
or avoiding diabetes, exercising 30 minutes most days,
maintaining a healthy weight, eating the right foods, and
managing or reducing stress.

Heart disease increasingly affects women in developing
countries.

Dr. Dariush Mozaffarian places a lot of blame on the global
obesity epidemic.

People are getting chronic diseases not from eating too much
but eating poorly, and so in fact, what they're not eating is
actually, probably, mostly what's harming them.

Dr. Mozaffarian recommends increasing our intake of fish,
whole grains, vegetables, vegetable oils, and nuts, and
decreasing the amount of salt and trans fats in our diets.
Both doctors recommend public policies that promote heart
health, and of course, screening and education. The type that
"Sister to Sister" and Carrie Vincent are doing one event at a
time.

The exception is bananas, which are high in sugar and
starch.

Step 4: Like eggs?

Try this for three days.

Two eggs and a piece of fruit for breakfast.

Two egg whites and four ounces of boiled chicken, fish, or
meat for lunch.

And unlimited steamed vegetables for dinner.

Step 5: Go on a liquid diet.

Eat nothing but homemade soups and juices made from
whole pureed fruits and vegetables for up to one week.
Avoid commercial fruit juices and soups.

They contain too much sugar and salt respectively to promote
fast weight loss.

Step 6: Don't beat yourself up if you can't stick to a crash
diet.

For most people, slow and steady is a better plan.

Did you know?

According to a Tufts University Nutrition and Psychiatry
professor, people who are easily tempted by food can often
better stick to a diet that cuts their daily calories by 30%
than just 10%.

Read It or See It?

Since the early days of making movies, writers and directors
have attempted to bring popular and classic novels to the big
screen.

That tradition continues today.

The movie industry seems to believe that if the story made a
great book, it should make a great movie as well.

However, that rarely seems to be the case.

More often than not, a great book turns out to be a mediocre
movie in the opinion of most viewers.

Perhaps that is because readers of the book have already
made their own great "movies" in their heads.

Then, when they see the studio's or the director's version of
the story, it does not quite measure up to their expectations.
Over the past one hundred years of film production, there
have only been a handful of movies that have fulfilled the
ambition of turning the great book into a great movie.
Literary critics as well as movie critics applaud both versions
of "One Flew over the Cuckoo's Nest".

The classic children's story, "The Wizard of Oz" was
transformed into a classic movie musical that parents and
children still enjoy today.

Lovers of the historical novel, "Gone with the Wind" continue
to be swept away by the movie adaptation starring Clark
Gable and Vivien Leigh.

Science fiction readers as well as movie critics both hail
Stanley Kubrick's film, "2001: A Space Odyssey" which was
co-written by Kubrick with the novel's author Arthur C. Clarke,
as a masterpiece.

On the other hand, there have been instances when not so
great novels have been transformed into great movies.

Mario Puzo's "The Godfather" was quite popular at the time of
its release as a novel, but critics hailed it more for its
entertainment value than for its value as literature.

The film adaptation of this popular novel, however, continues
to be listed among the top ten greatest movies of all time.
Likewise, the science fiction short story, "Do Androids Dream
of Electric Sheep?" did not set the science fiction genre on fire
when it came out.

The movie version, though, made a much bigger impact in its
medium.

Today, "Blade Runner" continues to top critics' lists of great
films.

Are there any books that are simply impossible to film?
Although filmmakers would like to think not, it is a good bet
that certain books will never be adapted into successful
films.

Books written in unique literary styles such as "Ulysses" by
James Joyce and "The Sound and the Fury" by William
Faulkner have resisted film adaptation to rival the greatness
of the books.

Filmmakers will no doubt keep trying, of course.

One Giant Leap for Kimchi

To say that Koreans love kimchi is to make a startling
understatement.

The spicy vegetable dish usually made of fermented cabbage,
red peppers, and garlic takes up entire sections of grocery
stores.

Traveling businessmen carry it abroad in their suitcases for
fear of doing without.

And any student of history knows that clay pots full of this
stuff kept the Korean people alive for centuries during harsh
winter seasons.

So, when South Koreans prepared to send astronaut Yi So-
yeon to the International Space Station for at least ten days,
some asked whether any Korean could manage without
Kimchi for that long.

Kim Sung-soo is a senior engineer at the Korea Food
Research Institute near Seoul.

For him, the answer to that question is clear.

Yi So-yeon will not survive in space without kimchi.

Koreans need to eat kimchi every day in order to sustain their
health.

She'll have all kinds of problems in space without it.

But, Kim points out taking kimchi into orbit is no simple
matter.

The dish gets much of its flavor and nutritional value from
fermentation.

That age-old bacterial process that makes bread rise and
gives beer its bubbles can create a series of dangers in a
tightly controlled environment of a space voyage.

Kim has spent most of the last two years in a laboratory
making kimchi ready for space.

His team starts by irradiating and slightly cooking regular
kimchi to reduce bacteria.

Then the dish is frozen and rapidly dehydrated in giant
appliances in an industrial facility next door.

Finally, it is cut into little cubes that look like biscuits.

Then, vacuum sealed into plastic bags.

Astronauts can cut right into the bags and add water,
rehydrating the cabbage and spices.

Then, it is ready to eat right out of the plastic.

TED Talk Ever Sold

Now if you'd have asked me that a year ago, I wouldn't have
been able to tell you that with any certainty.

But in the new project that I'm working on, my new film, we
examine the world of marketing, advertising.

And as I said earlier, I put myself in some pretty horrible
situations over the years, but nothing could prepare me,
nothing could ready me for anything as difficult or as
dangerous as going into the rooms with these guys.

Over the course of this film, we had 500 - plus companies
who were up and down companies saying, "no," they didn't
want any part of this project.

They wanted nothing to do with this film mainly because they
had no control.

They would have no control over the final product. But we did
get 17 brand partners who were willing to relinquish that
control, who wanted to be in business with someone as
mindful and as playful as myself, and who ultimately
empowered us to tell stories that normally we wouldn't be
able to tell, stories that an advertiser would normally never
get behind.

They enabled us to tell the story about neuro - marketing as
we got into telling the story in this film about how now
they're using MRI's to target the desire centers of your brain
for both commercials as well as movie marketing.

We went to S&atilde;o Paulo where they have banned outdoor
advertising.

In the entire city for the past five years, there's no billboards,
there's no posters, there's no fliers, nothing.

And we went to school districts where now companies are
making their way into cash-strapped schools all across
America.

And how has that been for them? Has it been successful?
Well since the film premiered at the Sundance Film Festival,
let's just take a look.

According to Burrelles, the movie premiered in January, and
since then, this isn't even the whole thing, we've had 900
million media impressions for this film.

What I always believe is that, if you take chances, if you take
risks, that in those risks will come opportunity.

I believe that when you push people away from that, you're
pushing them more towards failure.

I believe that when you train your employees to be risk
averse, then you're preparing your whole company to be
reward challenged. I feel like that what has to happen moving
forward is we need to encourage people to take risks.

We need to encourage people to not be afraid of opportunities
that may scare them.

Ultimately, moving forward, I think we have to embrace fear.
We've got to put that bear in a cage.

Embrace fear. Embrace risk.

Most hackers use information called protocols that are built
into computer software.

These protocols allow computers to interact with one
another.

Protocols are sort of like computer police officers.

When a computer connects to another system, the protocols
check to see if the access is valid.

The protocols can also determine how much information can
be shared between the two systems.

Hackers can manipulate the protocols to get unlimited access
to a computer system.

In fact, just the act of entering a computer network is
considered hacking.

This is commonly called passive hacking.

Passive hackers get a rush from just being able to access a
challenging system like a bank or military network.

Another kind of hacker tries to do damage to a system.
After hacking into systems, these hackers release viruses or
alter, delete, or take information.

Known as active hackers, they are by far, the more dangerous
of the two.

The easiest way to protect a system is with a good
password.

Long and unusual passwords are harder for hackers to
guess.

For even greater security, some online services now use
"password-plus" systems.

In this case, users first put in a password and then putin a
second code that changes after the user accesses the site.
Users either have special cards or devices that show them the
new code to use the next time.

Even if a hacker steals the password, they won't have the
code.

Or if the hacker somehow gets the code, they still don't know
the password.

If you like to eat out, make lunch your daily restaurant treat
instead of dinner.

Business Model

You can't attract and retain great people for a company that
isn't gonna grow.

And no one wants to go home at night and say, "I'm working
for a company that's being transformed."

It's not very exciting.

I think it's so vitally important to give people hope, to provide
aspiration and a vision for the future.

And I knew from day one that when I returned it wasn't only
gonna be about restoring the company back to its original
form, that we had to instill a deep sense of commitment to
growing the company.

This is a unique inflection point for Starbucks that I think
we've identified a very big opportunity to do something that
really has not been done before.

There hasn't been one company that I can identify that has
been able to build complementary channels of distribution by
integrating the retail footprint and ubiquitous channels of
distribution.

And in our case, grocery stores and food and drug stores.
We introduce VIA in our stores.

Now, let's just frame what it is.

Instant coffee is a 24 billion-dollar global category that has
not had any innovation in over 50 years.

And no growth.

Starbucks comes along and says, "You know what, we think
we can grow the category and reinvent it."

If we took VIA and we put it into the grocery store and it sat
on a shelf, and that's where we went, it would have died and
we would have not succeeded.

But the fact that we can integrate VIA into the emotional
connection we have with our customers and use our people
as ambassadors because they believe in it and they trust it
and sample it in our stores.

We did that for six to eight months succeeded well beyond
our expectations in our stores.

And as a result of that, had a very easy time convincing the
trade because they wanted it so badly.

And now it's in over 30,000 points of distribution.

And we're just getting started.

So the model is Starbucks can seed and introduce new
products and new brands inside our stores.

And as a result of its success, we can draft off of our stores
into ubiquitous channels of distribution and then integrate
that into the capability and the discipline we have around
social and digital media.

And then there's one other piece to the puzzle.

Right now, one out of every five transactions in our stores
happens off of the Starbucks card.

And it's growing rapidly.

And one of the big reasons why we turned things around so
quickly is we cracked the code on a value proposition with
gold card members.

Sometime in 2011, not only are you gonna be rewarded for
buying something at a Starbucks store, but Starbucks -
branded products in a grocery store is also gonna give you a
reward off of your Starbucks card.

Life Balance (1)

What I thought I would do is I would start with a simple
request.

I'd like all of you to pause for a moment, you wretched
weaklings, and take stock of your miserable existence.

Now, that was the advice that St. Benedict gave his rather
startled followers in the fifth century.

It was the advice that I decided to follow myself when I
turned 40.

Up until that moment, I had been that classic corporate
warrior.

I was eating too much, I was drinking too much, I was
working too hard and I was neglecting my family.

And I decided that I would try and turn my life around.

In particular, I decided I would try to address the thorny issue
of work - life balance.

So, I stepped back from the workforce and I spent a year at
home with my wife and four young children.

But all I learned about work - life balance from that year was
that I found it quite easy to balance work and life when I
didn't have any work.

Not a very useful skill, especially when the money runs out.
So, I went back to work, and I've spent these seven years
since struggling with studying and writing about work - life
balance.

And I have four observations I'd like to share with you today.
The first is, if society is to make any progress on this issue,
we need an honest debate.

But the trouble is, so many people talk so much rubbish
about work - life balance.

All the discussions about flexi time, or dress-down Fridays, or
paternity leave only serve to mask the core issue, which is
that certain job and career choices are fundamentally
incompatible with being meaningfully engaged on a day-to-
day basis with a young family.

Now, the first step in solving any problem is acknowledging
the reality of the situation you're in.

And the reality of the society that we're in is there are
thousands and thousands of people out there leading lives of
quiet, screaming desperation where they work long, hard
hours at jobs they hate to enable them to buy things they
don't need, to impress people they don't like.

It's my contention that going to work on a Friday in jeans and
T-shirt isn't really getting to the nub of the issue.

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Tim Brown : Change by Design

We tend to assume very often that there's only one way of
looking at something. One of the ways that, as a designer, I
often liked to come up with my new ideas is to try and look at
the world in different ways. So we think about a book.

When we first pick it up, we open the front cover and we
might look at the contents page to see whether there's
anything interesting there for us.

And the contents page is one way of viewing the structure of
a book.

Now, what this is behind me is another way of viewing the
structure, actually of my book.

And that actually is a mind map of all of the content of
"Change by Design".

And every important piece, every chapter, every piece of
content is drawn up there and linked together to show the
structure.

Doing that helped me think about how I wanted to tell the
story.

So it's an illustration of how, when we look at the world
differently, we get to new ideas.

It's easy when you hear the word "design" to think it's about
what things look like, or how beautiful they are, or the latest
style or product in the Museum of Modern Art, or something.
But really, what design thinking is all about is the simple
conversion of need into demand, need into a solution.

Any of us who went to business school, actually don't include
me, I went to art school, but those people who went to
business school were taught many effective techniques for
what I would call convergent thinking, which is taking the set
of available choices, making, analyzing those choices and
making the best one that then gets implemented.

Now that's great for taking the existing world and optimizing
it.

If, on the other hand, you're trying to create new innovations,
there's another piece that you need to put in front of that.
And that is the creation of those choices themselves.
Because if you're just looking at the same set of choices that
everybody else is looking at you're likely to get to the same
innovations that they are.

But if, however, you can create new choices, choices that
nobody else is looking at, that nobody else has seen there's a
pretty strong chance you can get to an innovation that
nobody else has gone to.

So successful companies innovate across a portfolio. They do
short-term incremental innovation, they do medium-term
innovation, and they do kind of long-term or breakthrough
innovation.

And one of the tricks is applying your resources, the people,
the money you have appropriately across that range.

It was a Saturday afternoon in May and I suddenly realized
that the next day was Mother's Day, and I hadn't gotten
anything for my mom.

So I started thinking about what should I get my mom for
Mother's Day.

I thought, why don't I make her an interactive Mother's Day
card using the Scratch software that I'd been developing with
my research group at the MIT Media Lab?

We developed it so that people could easily create their own
interactive stories and games and animations, and then share
their creations with one another.

So I thought this would be an opportunity to use Scratch to
make an interactive card for my mom.

Before making my own Mother's Day card, I thought I would
take a look at the Scratch website. ||

So over the last several years, kids around the world ages
eight and up have shared their projects.

And I thought, well I wonder if of those three million projects,
whether anyone else has thought to put up Mother's Day
cards.

So in the search box I typed in "Mother's Day."

And I was surprised and delighted to see a list of dozens and
dozens of Mother's Day cards that showed up on the Scratch
website, many of them just in the past 24 hours by
procrastinators just like myself.

So I started taking a look at them.

I saw one of them that featured a kitten and her mom and
wishing her mom "Happy Mother's Day."

And the creator very considerately offered a replay for her
mom.

Another one was an interactive project where when you
moved the mouse over the letters of "Happy Mom Day," it
reveals a special "Happy Mother's Day" slogan. ||

In this one, the creator told a narrative about how she had
Googled to find out when Mother's Day was happening.

And then once she found out when Mother's Day was
happening, she delivered a special Mother's Day greeting of
how much she loved her mom.

So I really enjoyed looking at these projects and interacting
with these projects.

In fact, I liked it so much that instead of making my own
project, I sent my mom links to about a dozen of these
projects.

And actually, she reacted exactly the way that I hoped that
she would.

She wrote back to me and she said, "I'm so proud to have a
son that created the software that allowed these kids to make
Mother's Day cards for their mothers."

So my mom was happy and that made me happy.

But actually, I was even happier for another reason.

I was happy because these kids were using Scratch just in
the way that we had hoped that they would.

Better

Hello. My name is Birke Baehr, and I'm 11 years old.

I came here today to talk about what's wrong with our food
system.

First of all, I would like to say that I'm really amazed at how
easily kids are led to believe all the marketing and advertising
on TV at public schools and pretty much everywhere else you
look.

It seems to me like, corporations are always trying to get kids
like me to get their parents to buy stuff that really isn't good
for us or the planet.

Little kids, especially, are attracted by colorful packaging and
plastic toys.

I must admit, I used to be one of them.

I also used to think that all of our food came from these
happy, little farms where pigs rolled in mud and cows grazed
on grass all day.

What I discovered was this is not true.

I began to look into this stuff on the Internet, in books and in
documentary films, in my travels with my family.

I discovered the dark side of the industrialized food system.
First, there's genetically engineered seeds and organisms.
That is when a seed is manipulated in a laboratory to do
something not intended by nature.

And don't even get me started on the confined animal feeding
operations, called CAFOs.

Conventional farmers use chemical fertilizers made from fossil
fuels that they mix with the dirt to make plants grow.

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Steven Johnson : Where Good
Ideas Come From?

For the past five years, I've been investigating this question
of where good ideas come from.

It's the kind of problem I think all of us are intrinsically
interested in.

We want to be more creative. We want to come up with
better ideas.

We want our organizations to be more innovative.

I've looked at this problem from an environmental
perspective.

What are the spaces that have historically led to unusual
rates of creativity and innovation?

And what I found in all these systems, there are these
recurring patterns that you see again and again that are
crucial to creating environments that are unusually
innovative.

One pattern I call the "slow hunch": that breakthrough ideas
almost never come in a moment of great insight and a
sudden stroke of inspiration.

Most important ideas take a long time to evolve and they
spend a long time dormant in the background. It isn't until
the idea has had two or three years sometimes ten or twenty
years to ensure that it suddenly becomes successful to you
and useful to you in a certain way.

And this is partially because good ideas normally come from
the collision between smaller hunches so that they form
something bigger than themselves.

So you see a lot in the history of innovation, cases of
someone who has half of an idea.

There's a great story about the invention of the World Wide
Web and Tim Berners-Lee.

This is a project that Berners-Lee worked on for ten years.
But when he started, he didn't have a full vision for this new
medium he was going to invent.

He started working on one project as a side project to help
him organize his own data.

He scrapped that after a couple of years and then he started
working on another thing.

And only after about ten years did the full vision of the World
Wide Web come into being.

That is, more often than not, how ideas happen. They need
time to incubate.

And they spend a lot of time in this partial hunch form.

Step 2: Make sure you're not being photographed from
below.

That angle alone can add up to 50 Ibs!

Step 3: Ladies, if you're standing, strike a red carpet pose by
turning a bit sideways and putting one leg in front of the
other, toe pointed at an angle and knee slightly bent.

Shift your weight to the back leg.

Step 4: If you're sitting, cross your legs and tuck the calf of
the front leg partly behind the bottom leg.

Step 5: To avoid the dreaded double chin, tilt your chin a bit
upward.

Press the back of your tongue up against the back of the roof
of your mouth.

This tenses the muscles in your jaw, minimizing a double
chin.

Step 6: Position your arms so that they are away from your
body.

Placing one on a hip is a good look.

Bare arms?

Hold something heavy in your hands,it will make your arms
look toned.

Step 7: Stand up straight, pull your shoulders back, and suck
your stomach in and up, like you're trying to zip up a tight
pair of jeans.

In a group shot, position yourself in the back, those closest to
the lens look the biggest.

Step 8: Don't say cheese, it will give you chipmunk cheeks,
just go for a natural smile.

I stopped listening to their stories quite as closely as I had
before.

And I stopped expecting things to really change.

Now I still gave; on the outside it looked like I was still quite
involved.

I gave them my time and my money.

I gave when I was cornered, when it was difficult to avoid.
And I gave in general when the negative emotions built up
enough that I gave to relieve my own suffering, not someone
else's.

But truth be told, I was giving out of that place, not out of a
genuine place of hope and excitement to help and of
generosity.

I was buying my right to go on with my day and not
necessarily be bothered by this bad news.

One country that has a very distinctive way of doing business,
as we've known for quite some time, is Japan.

Japan has both distinctive corporations, and a distinctive
relationship between its corporations and its government.
And some people have argued that as a result of globalization
that distinctive Japanese way of doing things is gradually
disappearing.

And I wanted to study that question.

But it's a very broad question so I needed a handhold,
someplace to really look to make sense of this.

And my place to look was at the HR function inside
corporations.

Now that may seem like an esoteric way of studying
globalization and convergence.

But actually when you study senior executives, you get to
learn a lot about corporations.

And by studying the role of HR executives, I was able to learn
a lot about similarities as well as differences in Japanese and
American corporations.

In Japan, historically, the senior HR executive was regarded
as a very powerful person in the managerial hierarchy, and
the HR function was regarded as a very prestigious and
influential function... at the highest levels inside the
corporation.

The same was not true in the United States.

HR was regarded as low man or sometimes low woman on
the totem pole and was not seen as a particularly influential
or prestigious posting.

And that, in turn, was related to other differences in Japanese
and US corporations to do with their employment practices,
their way of valuing human assets, and their corporate
governance practices.

So the question I set out to study was, do these differences
between Japan and the United States, with respect to their
HR functions, continue to persist?

And what does that tell us about globalization and
convergence in the modern business era?

I think leadership is about three things: capability,
collaboration, and character.

Let me talk briefly about those three and then I'm going to
take your questions.

Capability.

Of course we think about capability, we think about skills; we
think about experiences.

But sometimes, the most important capability you can have is
the capability to ask a question and hear the answer.

I tell people all the time that the single best leading indicator
of whether a business is doing well or a business is doing
poorly is customer satisfaction.

They can't always tell you what they want but they can
always tell you what's wrong.

And every time they tell you something that's wrong, it's an
opportunity.

Way back in 2002, we were going through the proxy battle
and the merger and I made the incredibly outrageous
comment that Hewlett-Packard would become the leading
technology company in the world and would beat both IBM
and Dell.

Everyone thought I was nuts.

The truth is Dell's problems were all foreseeable.

All you had to do was look at the fact that they had quit
innovating; they had stopped taking risks; they were relying
on the same competitive model for too long.

So capability, you've got to ask the right questions.
Capability, you have to celebrate new ideas, take risks all the
time, try new things

because however good the answers you have had are, every
person, every organization eventually reaches a time when
the old answers aren't good enough anymore.

The other important part about capability I think, is to keep
learning to learn something every day.

And a big part of that difference is, the people who keep
learning, who keep trying new things are vibrant; and the
people who stop learning and stop trying new things are old
before their time.

It is why, or maybe it's another application of something

It's created in 1945 by a psychologist named Karl Duncker.

I bring you into a room.

I give you a candle, some thumbtacks and some matches.
And I say to you, "Your job is to attach the candle to the wall
so the wax doesn't drip onto the table."

Now, what would you do?

Many people begin trying to thumbtack the candle to the
wall.

Doesn't work.

Somebody, some people; and I saw somebody kind of make
the motion over here.

Some people have a great idea where they light the match
melt the side of the candle, try to adhere it to the wall.

It's an awesome idea.

Doesn't work.

And eventually after five or ten minutes, most people figure
out the solution, which you can see here.

The key is to overcome what's called functional fixedness.
You look at that box and you see it only as a receptacle for
the tacks but it can also have this other function, as a
platform for the candle.

But until you've walked a mile in my shoes, unless you were
there that day when he asked the question and he had a little
book with the pictures and he wanted to know, I didn't know
what else to tell him.

So, I told him that Darth Vader is Luke's Father.

Does that make me a bad father? Probably.

He's not his father.

It wasn't like this when I was a kid.

The movies were unveiling themselves to me in periods of
like three or more years, one after the other.

It wasn't this wealth of information just like smacking me in
the face.

My parents didn't have to deal with this.

All you can do is hope with anything else.

You just hope that they remember everything that they were
taught and they use it.

I didn't start early enough with this one. I wish I had.
