JAROSLAW PIETRZAK (violin) graduated with honours from the Henryk Wieniawski
General Secondary Music School in £.6dZ and from the Fryderyk Chopin Academy of Music
in Warsaw in the violin class of Zenon Brzewski. He has been developing his skills under the
supervision of such professors as Irena Dubiska, Jean Fournier, Wolfgang Marschner, Oleh
Krysa, Renato de Barbieri, and Zakhar Bron.

A prizewinner of the Festival of Young Violinists in Lublin and of the Karol Szymanowski
Chamber Music Competition in £.6dz, he was a member of the Polish Chamber Orchestra and
Sinfonia Varsovia, with which he made numerous CD and television recordings. He
participated in the world tour of the Menuhin Festival Orchestra conducted by Sir Yehudi
Menuhin.

He has also developed a career as a soloist, with appearances in such venues as the Queen
Elizabeth Hall in London, Teatro Colén in Buenos Aires, the City Hall in Glasgow, and
Spivey Hall in Atlanta. Foreign tours have also taken him to Brazil, the Czech Republic,
France, Germany, South Korea, Switzerland, and Turkey.

Contemporary music occupies an important place in his career. His achievements include the
CD Polish Violin Duos, recorded together with violinist Barttomiej Niziot. Since 2010, he has
been performing with pianist Julita Przybylska-Nowak, with whom he co-creates the Art
Chamber Duo and the Art Chamber Ensemble.

A Professor of the Karol Lipinski Academy of Music in Wroctaw, he has run masterclasses at
Hacettepe University in Ankara, Daejeon College of Music in South Korea, University of Arts
in Ostrava (the Czech Republic), and at the Faculty of Music of the University of Split
(Croatia). His honours include the Bronze Cross of Merit (2012) and the Silver Cross of Merit
(2018) for his artistic and teaching achievements.
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
