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Yi-Guo Mao (Hong Kong, China)

Yi-Guo Mao is a distinguished violinist from Hong Kong. He studied at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music in the People’s Republic of China and later earned his Master of
Music degree in Performance from West Virginia University in the United States. In
1990, he won the Young Artist Competition at West Virginia University Symphony
Orchestra.

From 1991 to 2001, Mao held several concertmaster positions, including with the
Korean Symphony Orchestra, Suwon Chamber Orchestra, Pacific Music Festival
Orchestra, and the West Virginia University Symphony Orchestra. He has also
performed with the West Virginia Symphony Orchestra, Asian Philharmonic Orchestra,
Missouri Chamber Orchestra, and the Hong Kong Pacific Music Festival International
Orchestra.

In 20071, Mao joined the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra as a member of the second
violin section.
