She has appeared
in various media, such as the TV drama Nodame Cantabile and Nippon TV’s Sokoshan
no Me ga Ten!. Hayashi has also performed with many renowned artists, including Bz,
Yuzo Kayama, Ryoko Moriyama, Rimi Natsukawa, Masashi Sada, Taro Hakase, and
Mischa Maisky.

Jazz” tour, and as concertmistress for billboard classics ELECTRO -ENCORE-, produced
by Tetsuya Komuro, demonstrating both her exceptional musicianship and strong
leadership.
