Kang Yunmao - Biography

Kang Yunmao is a young violinist and chamber musician, serving as Concertmaster of
the China Youth Symphony Orchestra, Guest Concertmaster of the Hefei Philharmonic
Orchestra, a member of the Shenzhen Bao’an Orchestral Artists Association, and a
signed artist of Yaohai Concert Hall. He holds dual master’s degrees from the University
of Music and Performing Arts Vienna (mdw) and the Central Conservatory of Music
(CCOM).

Born in Tianjin in 2002 into a three-generation musical family, he began violin studies
with his mother, Professor Zhang Jie of the Tianjin Conservatory of Music. He later
studied at the Middle School Affiliated to Tianjin Conservatory of Music, the Central
Conservatory of Music, and the mdw - University of Music and Performing Arts Vienna
under professors Gao Lianfa, Yu Bing, Chen Yun, and loana Cristina Goicea.

His awards and performances have taken him to more than ten countries, including
China, Austria, Germany, the UK, ltaly, Singapore, Spain, and Estonia. He has performed
at major festivals such as the Salzburg Festival, Snape Proms, and the Bolzano Festival,
and has appeared before international dignitaries including Siddharth Chatterjee (UN
Resident Coordinator in China), Gilles Aflhou (Mayor of Chateauroux, France), and
several ambassadors. He has collaborated with distinguished artists including Ludovic
Morlot, Olga Kern, Garrick Ohlsson, Mark Gibson, Simeon Pironkoff, Alexander Rahbari,
James Judd, Morihiko Nakahara, Yu Feng, Wang Yujia, and Ning Feng.

As a soloist, he has won first prizes and special awards in over ten international
competitions such as the Amadeus Music Competition (Germany), Salzburg Grand Prize
Virtuoso (Austria), Music Star Grand Prix (Estonia), Global Genius Music Competition
(UK), the First Manchester International Music Competition, the British International
Music Competition, and the European Summer Music Competition. In 2024, he received
the highest award at the Coupland International Music Competition.

As a chamber musician, he has performed with the Quatuor Koi China and the Ningyun
Quartet. Quatuor Koi China won multiple international gold prizes and special awards,
including at the Manchester International Competition and World Classical Music
Competition, as well as the silver prize and “Best Performance Style Award” at the CMIA
International Chamber Music Festival. The Ningyun Quartet has also earned top prizes
in several international competitions and won first prize with the highest score at the



8th China Youth Music Competition “Fengniao Award,” becoming the only string quartet
to receive perfect scores in both regional and national finals.

In 2024, he became Executive Director of the Beijing String Sound International Music
Camp, gathering over 40 string professors, more than ten top young musicians, and
about 80 students. In 2025, he invited the renowned Russian Filarmonica Quartet and
violinist Tymur Melnyk to Beijing. The program is now regarded as one of China’s most
successful and innovative summer music camps.

Also in 2024, as Guest Concertmaster of the Hefei Philharmonic Orchestra, he founded
the “Hengsheng Program” Youth Talent Development Project and served as its Artistic
Director. Seven outstanding young musicians were introduced through the program,
and six concerts were held at Yaohai Concert Hall to great acclaim. In 2025-26, the
expanded “Hengsheng Music Season” produced seven concerts featuring ensembles
such as the CCOM Youth Percussion Ensemble and Cello Pei, alongside 27 emerging
young musicians.
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
