lon Ivan-Roncea is one of Romania’s most distinguished harpists, earning major honors
such as First Prize at the 6th International Harp Contest in Israel (1976), the Lily Laskine
Award (1984), and the Cultural Merit awarded by the Presidency of Romania (2004). A
graduate of the National University of Music Bucharest (NUMB) and a former student
of Pearl Chertok in New York, he served as Solo Harpist of the George Enescu
Philharmonic and Professor of Harp at NUMB.

He has appeared with major orchestras including Vienna, Dresden, Jerusalem,
Frankfurt, BBC Cardiff, Prague, Copenhagen, and Budapest, and has performed at
leading international festivals such as Salzburg, Vienna, Budapest, Soka, and the George
Enescu Festival. He has collaborated with renowned conductors including Seiji Ozawa,
Sir Neville Marriner, Gennady Rozhdestvensky, and lon Marin.

Roncea has taught masterclasses worldwide and served on juries for numerous
international competitions, such as those in Israel, Lyon, Geneva, Lille, Soka, Szeged,
Vienna, Munich, Belgrade, Bucharest, Salvi, Laskine, and ARD. He is a former Board
Member of the World Harp Congress and has an extensive discography. In 2009, he
received his Doctor of Music degree from NUMB.
