He won a prize at the MIN-ON Chamber Music Competition while studying at Tokyo
College of Music. He later graduated with first prize in both flute and chamber music
from the Conservatoire a Rayonnement Régional de Rueil-Malmaison in France, where
he spent eight years refining his artistry.

After returning to Japan in 1994, he established himself as a freelance flutist,
performing extensively in chamber music, orchestral engagements, and musical theatre
productions. He presented the recital series “The Legacy of Taffanel and Gaubert”
(Yotsuya Kumin Hall) in 2004, 2008, and 2012. In 2007, he performed under the baton
of Seiji Ozawa in Tokyo no Opera no Mori. In 2011, he gave a complete J.S. Bach Flute
Sonata recital at Omi Gakudo. He also delivered a lecture titled “The Relationship
Between Gaubert’s Works and the Piano” at the 14th Japan Flute Convention held at
Showa University of Music.

His CD “The Legacy of Taffanel and Gaubert” was selected as a Semi-Recommended
Recording by Record Geijutsu magazine.

He is the representative of the woodwind ensembles Société and Ensemble Baroque
Regina, a faculty member of the Pearl Flute School, an Executive Board Member of the
Japan Flute Association, a part-time lecturer at Tamagawa University, and a Professor at
Showa University of Music.
