Masachika Watanabe, a native of Yabu City in Hyogo Prefecture, graduated from the 
Faculty of Elementary Education at Tsuru University and the Department of Vocal Music 
at Tokyo University of the Arts. He is currently a contracted member of the New 
National Theatre Chorus, a performer at Senzoku Gakuen College of Music, and a 
member of the Japan Vocalists Association Institute. His versatile career spans opera 
productions, musical theatre, and recording work for commercials and animation. 

Recent highlights include his appearance as the Notary in Bellini’s La Sonnambula at the 
New National Theatre Tokyo, as well as performances as Edgardo in Donizetti’s Lucia di 
Lammermoor and “He” in Nino Rota’s La notte di un nevrastenico. He has also appeared 
as the tenor soloist in major works such as Verdi’s Requiem, Beethoven’s Symphony No. 
9, and Handel’s Messiah. 

Watanabe’s solo recording was featured in Episode 51 of the anime Jujutsu Kaisen ‒ 
Culling Game: Part 1. 

He is also active in Japanese-language operas and children’s opera productions, 
performing roles such as Niki in Michiyoshi Inoue’s A Way from Surrender, the Dragon 
King in the Mizunami New Year Opera Sakurado Monogatari, Perseus in Yuya Makita’s 
Medusa, the Senior Tailor and Bear in Tetsuro Kimura’s The Brave Little Tailor, the Hawk 
in The Nighthawk Star, and the Barber in The King with Donkey Ears. 

He completed the IVAI program in New York and is a graduate of the 10th term of the 
Gunma Opera Academy “Nouraku-juku.”
