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Oksana Stepanyuk is a prize-winning Ukrainian soprano and laureate of numerous
international competitions. A graduate with highest honors from the Tchaikovsky
National Music Academy of Ukraine, she has won top prizes in Italy, Ukraine, Russia, the
Czech Republic, and Japan. She has performed for Pope John Paul Il, for Princess
Hisako Takamado, and at the office of Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi during President
Yushchenko’s official visit to Japan.

Her notable operatic roles include Violetta (La traviata), Gilda (Rigoletto), Musetta (La
Boheme), Oscar (Un ballo in maschera), Micaéla (Carmen), Giulietta (I Capuleti e i
Montecchi), and the title role Tsu in Yuzuru. She has appeared with major orchestras
including the Japan Philharmonic Orchestra and the Sendai Philharmonic Orchestra.



She was featured on NHK BS Premium’s Classic Club and performed the Ukrainian
national anthem at the Japan National Stadium. A Goodwill Ambassador of the Asian
Union, she has released ten albums and is a full member of the Fujiwara Opera and the
Japan Opera Association.
